Purpose Statement:

As part of your child(ren)'s spiritual development, community service offers an opportunity to
extend themselves to help others, often less fortunate or less able. Community service is the
sharing of time and talents with others without payment. It is meant to round the child(ren) by
building self-esteem and satisfaction in the giving of oneself. Your child(ren)'s participation in
community service will account for ten percent of his or her religion grade for each quarter. Your

child must meet the minimum quarterly hour requirements.

K& 1st 1 hour 15 minutes 5 hours

2nd & 3rd 2.5 hours 10 hours

4th & 5th 4 hours 15 hours

6th - 8th 7 hours 25 hours

Examples of service:

1.  Voluntary service for the school such as: picking up trash, work days, yard work, car wash,
and/or, helping out a homeroom or aftercare teacher.

2. Participation in an organization that does community service such as Boy/Girl Scouts, choir or
music ministry, assisting in younger children's sports teams.
